HARBOURS INFORMATION
This is helpful information about the Harbours.
At closing, everyone received copies of the Condominium Documents and the Harbours Rules and Regulations. This should give you pertinent information to have at your fingertips.
Trash: There are dumpsters located near your apartment equipped with general garbage dumpsters and receptacles for recycling glass/plastic and paper. Cartons need to be flattened before being deposited in the dumpsters or recycle bins. Nothing will be picked up from the floor. Bulk pick-up is on Saturday, please do not put bulk item out before Friday evening. 
Parking: Parking is permitted on the street between the hours of 7:00AM and 12:30AM for residents and guests. Residents’ cars should be in the garage and/or in their driveway overnight. There is no vehicle parking on the blacktop immediately outside the driveways. Only on the street. During daytime hours, parking is allowed on only one side of the street to allow access for emergency vehicles. There is NO parking allowed on the side of the street at the following buildings: 8280 - 8300 - 8304 - 8308 - 8312 - 8316 - For your safety and ours please adhere to all stop signs and the speed limit which is 15 mph throughout this community.
ARB Use: All changes an owner wishes to make to either the courtyard or anywhere on the outside of their unit will need an ARB form. You will need to request in writing what you wish to change, add, or delete and send the form to residentservices@grsmgt.com. GRS will present your request to the Board for their determination, and you will be notified with their answer.
Pets: All pets must be kept on a leash, and it is your responsibility to pick up after your pets. Violators may be fined
Outdoor Lights: The light outside the garage door should be kept on all night. The switch in the garage should be in an “on” position so lights remain on. Some lamps are equipped with solar sockets so lights will go on when the sun goes down. If you don’t have a solar socket, there are now bulbs that can be purchased at a hardware store that are Dusk to Dawn LED bulbs which will go on/off automatically as long as the garage light switch is on.
Board of Directors: Meetings are generally scheduled the third Thursday at 4PM in the ballroom at the clubhouse. Watch the bulletin boards by the mailboxes for meeting announcements. Everyone is welcome! It’s important for community residents to be involved
Community Committees: We have several committees for which residents serve as volunteers to make recommendations to the Board of Directors for Approval. Please feel free to join a committee. Committee Chairperson(s) Meet & Greet (New Owners) Landscaping, Repairs & Maintenance, Interview, Architectural Review. 
Community Watch Program: The Harbours is proud to be a community where neighbors look out for neighbors. To this effort, a Community Watch Program has been established. 
Building Captains: Every building at the Harbours has a captain who you can contact for further information.
Aberdeen East Community: The community of Aberdeen East provides a clubhouse with many organizations, clubs, activities, and special events. You can pick up a newsletter with a calendar of events in the mailbox immediately to the left of The Harbours’ entrance, or you can visit the clubhouse manager and have your e-mail address put on the mailing list for monthly information. You should have received a key and fob from the previous owner. Fobs open the clubhouse front and side doors, breezeway to the pool, and restrooms in the breezeway. The key also opens the tennis courts and satellite pools. The fobs must be registered under your name at the clubhouse.
